Development Program 2010-2011

Overview

The Development program for the past year has been a flurry of activity. The new program has been tweaked and
adjusted to match the changes in priority and structure of the National program and the success of Victorian
athletes requiring it to be accelerated to match those successes. The program has now developed into an
integrated all encompassing five tiered system that provides for athlete development at all age and ability stages.

The development program, built as a hybrid of the Sports Commission’s successful Swimming, Rowing and
Athletics programs, has been further adapted to cater for athlete skills as they have developed over the year. The
new tiered program model now integrates with the new redeveloped SLSA system starting with talent identification
entry levels open to all. The Junior Development Squad now progresses seamlessly through to the top athletes
within the High Performance Squad and the newly added Elite Athlete Program to cater for the successes of
Victorian athletes being selected into National teams and potentially VIS scholarships.

Integrated Program

The changes and developments over the past three years
and the move of the previously YL&D operated and
controlled Winter Development Program has now been
integrated fully but is still in it's infancy and requires a solid
attention to detail as the two groups truly meld into one.
The re-branded Winter Development Program is open to all
and provides training for junior (U13-U15) athletes who
want to increase their skills and levels of ability. It is then
integrated into the Junior Development Squad (JDS) which
likewise consists of age groups from 12 to 15 and brings
into its oversight athletes that will compete as under 13's in
the forthcoming season. This squad has been staffed with
15 well qualified coaches as well as management staff and
expanded to total 112 athletes in the 2010 winter training
season, well up from the previous year totaling 44
participants under the old YL&D program. A similar
application size is expected this year with a cap of 120 due
to coaching and staffing restrictions.

The next tier of the program is the SLSA integrated Junior
High Performance Squad (HPS). This group is made up of
athletes from 16 and 17 (U17 in the forthcoming season).
The Junior HPS is serviced by its own group of more highly
qualified coaches and is run in tandem with both the JDS at
training sessions with a separate more advanced program
and also sharing group services and activities with the
Senior High Performance Squad (U19 athletes).

The Senior High Performance Squad forms the penultimate level of the five tier system. It is no longer about
providing coaching for selected members - unless they so desire. It is recognised that in order to attain the
standards required of membership, both athletes and coaches have worked for a number of years to reach this
position. The aim is to produce the best performers for the State at a National level who will be able to be selected
into Australian representative teams.

Accordingly, the HP program seeks to keep coaches and athletes together while providing additional support for
them to achieve the next levels of success.




The new level introduced in response to the excellent results achieved by athletes is the Elite Athlete Program
(EAP). This program staffed and controlled by the most senior and experienced coaches and sports professionals,
is available to athletes who have achieved selection at the highest level; that being selection in Australian
Representative Teams or inclusion in the Nutri Grain series. This program provides elite levels of training, sports
science support, including structures such as video analysis, specialist filming, technical assistance from national
and institute level coaches, nutrition, dietetics, sports psychology, fitness training and other vital keys to continued
success at the top levels of our sport. This program also provides travel subsidies for athletes to gain valuable
competition training and experience by competing at interstate carnivals or Grand Prix meets to continue their
pursuit of excellence.

The current squad levels are limited at the Under 17 and Under 19 levels to 10 per group who have achieved the
necessary standards. Elite Athlete Program entry has no number limitation but is subject to the highest standards,
being Australian Team or Nutri Grain inclusion. If there is a failure to meet selection standards at any level then the
squads will be announced with fewer athletes than available positions. The squads remain ‘standards’ based
groups and will not be filled based on ‘available positions’.

Beyond the Program

The HPS and even Elite Athlete Programs are no longer the end of the road as far as Victorian athletes are
concerned. The program integrates with the new SLSA National programs. Athletes are trained and provided with
all the necessary assistance to qualify them for National squad and Australian Team selection. This year has also
seen medal performances in beach competition at the ‘Aussies’ national championships as well as a very
successful National levels of pool competition.

With the right skills, results and abilities, Victorian athletes are able to confidently look forward toward selection at
the National level. In 2011 seven athletes have been selected into the Australian Teams, a number to compete
overseas in open competitions in South Africa and potentially Germany before the end of the year. This is the
greatest number of National Team inclusions since the inception of LSV and in both SLSV and RLSSV in the
decade previously. This success reflects the efficacy and successes of the pain and the commitment to
restructuring, development and opportunity by those concerned, and the implementation of the new and integrated
systems of training and development.

The EAP/HPS program has also made solid inroads with the Victorian Institute of Sport and has been instrumental
in attaining VIS scholarships for surf sport athletes which will continue to be available into the future.

Changing the Guard

Having guided the athlete development programs through the painful deconstruction, rebuilding and integration of
the programs from under 13 enthusiastic and excited nippers through to Australian Team, Nutri Grain and Institute
Scholarship athletes, | have come to the end of my long journey. | will be handing the structures and gains that
have raised Victoria to a point where we are now considered a viable force on the National stage, to a new
management group. Coaching and management positions have been developed and advertised and hopefully will
attract keen and experienced applicants so Victoria will have a long and sustained period of growth and continuing
the gains of the past years.

The State is now in the best position to move into the top end of the LSV targeted competitions in pool and beach at
National and International levels for over a decade.

Funding

Funding as always is a problem in aquatic sports. The winter development and JDS programs run a fully integrated
program regardless, as funding is obtained from athlete contributions, fundraising and sponsorship. The HPS and
EAP programs are fully funded and have no athlete contribution; because of this the program is dependent on LSV
budgets and funding. While SLSA provides some direct funding for the running of the EAP and HPS, LSV is
required to fund the balance of the program to ensure its success.

To all of the Officials, who participated at the Carnivals — Summer Carnivals, IRB Carnivals and Pool Carnivals
thank you and congratulations on a job well done.

| believe the Officials Panel has made some improvements over the year. The Senior Summer Carnival Program,
which the Officials Panel proposed seems to be working. This Program has enabled us to get through all the events
and finish at a reasonable time to give the IRB Crews and work party, time to get the Carnival Gear packed up and
off the beach by mid/late afternoon.

The new Masters Victorian Championships Program, which we trialed in 2011 needs more improving as we are
hoping it meet the requirements of competitors, officials and IRB crews and help grow this event.

For the second year running the 2011, Senior and Junior Victorian Championships at Lakes Entrance put a lot of
pressure on the Officials and overall | believe it was conducted successfully apart from a few issues, which have
been addressed. Thank you to all Officials for a job well done.

At Senior Summer Carnivals the concept of notifying the Clubs prior to the start of the Season of the number of
Officials and IRB Crews they had to provide irrespective of the number of competitors they have at a Carnival (this
was based on the average number of competitors they had at the Carnivals from 2009/2010) worked well, but with
some improvements it will be even better in future seasons.

The only disappointment was a few Clubs arranged for Officials to sign on at the Administration Area, but they did
not do any work as an Official on the day. This will be addressed and rectified for next season. On an additional
note, some of the IRB Crews supplied by the Clubs were not experienced enough for the sea conditions they had to
work in and this too will be addressed as well, we endeavor to improve and must reach a high standard safety.

Clubs have to realise without Officials (this includes the IRB Crews), the Carnivals does not go on. The courses,
that we ran over the year for the new Officials was great received with a number of these new officials being
involved at each carnival during the season and making a positive impact.

Finally, thank you to all clubs and your volunteers that ran carnivals over the 2010/2011 season. Without your help
these carnivals wouldn't be possible. | believe we had a successful year, achieving a lot, due to the hard work by all
Officials and volunteers. Let us aim to continue this improvement for the benefit of all Life Saving Victoria Members.

Call for nominations for competitors for each state team.

Notify all successful and unsuccessful nominations of the outcome for that particular state team.

In 2011, the Victorian State Teams competed across 3 different competitions all around the country, with Pool
Beach & IRB Teams proudly wearing the Big V.

There was a disruption to the start of the State Team competition with the State Pool Team not being able to
compete and having to head back to Melbourne due to the Brisbane floods. It was not until June later that year that
the Pool Team were able to compete at the Brisbane Aquatic Centre. There were some great results that came out
of the event with 2 National records being broken and 5 members making Australian Teams. Overall Victoria
finished 3, behind the BIG two, NSW and QLD.

The Interstate Championships was at Coloroy, NSW for a second year, with Pool competition on day one and
beach on day two. The Interstates is positioned between the Manly — Freshwater weekend. At the completion of day
one, Victoria was sitting in 3" with a nice gap between 4™ |f Victoria could perform on day 2 as they did in day 1,
they would be able to hold on top that 3" position. Beach conditions on Day two saw athletes competing against
some of Australia’s top lifesaving athletes in small surf. It did not end up being a good day for Victoria, slowly letting
a good lead shrink over the day, and by presentations, we were awarded 4" overall, for the 3" year straight. A close
look at team selection and training will be the focus leading into the 2012 Interstates.

The IRB Interstates was another close year. The Victorian IRB State Team competed in Glenelg, SA, where
conditions looked flat and fast leading up to the event. Once again it all came down to the last event, where Victoria
needed a win to take out the Championships. With some controversy from a couple of appeals, Victoria came equal
second with NSW, and QLD taking out the title. It is now two years in a row that Victoria has come runners up.

Lastly thank you to the Victorian State Team Panel Members for organizing all the teams, coaches and
management, who took part in all these representative competitions. Our success would be nothing without your
support.

There has always been the position of Athletes Representative on the Aquatic Sports Council. However in recent
years this hasn’t been filled. This season | decided to step on board in an attempt to offer a voice for Victorian Life
Saving athletes. Having experienced Life Saving competition at many levels as an athlete myself, | ventured into a
different side of Life Saving.

The role of Athletes Representative as | see it, is to seek feedback from the athletes about the sport, whether it is
Beach, Ocean, Pool, Life Saving or IRB competition. As Victorian athletes span across the state, face-to-face
meetings with key and panel representatives seemed impossible.

With the boom of social media such as Facebook and Twitter gives individuals, including us as athletes, a chance to
voice our opinions about the sport. After joining the Aquatic Sports Council, | decided this would be the best way to
communicate with athletes. The Victorian Life Saving Athletes Forum was born. A Facebook group with the aim to
gain constructive comments from all Victorian Lifesaving athletes about our sport in Victoria. Issues, comments and
feedback from all areas and sections about the sport are encouraged.

At the time of writing this report the group has 127 members. The page has been active with feedback and
comments ranging from events, timetabling and sponsorship to name a few. Moving forward the Athletes
Representative will be able to use this tool to understand what are the major concerns to Victorian athletes are and
voice them to the council.

There are many opportunities for athletes to make a difference to our sport. In 2009 | approached Life Saving
Victoria with the idea to run a beach sprint series to benefit beach athletes by providing competitive and fast
competition. This was the start of the Battle of the Beach event. The Battle of the Beach has now been running
successfully for two seasons with sponsors, prizes and prize money. Athletes, officials and coaches would all agree
that this type of competition is extremely beneficial to beach athletes in Victoria. Although this required effort and
time on my behalf it shows that there are opportunities for athletes to make changes for the better in our sport with
the support of Life Saving Victoria.

As the season comes to an end, | have decided to take a break from Life Saving. Ill be focusing my energy on
another passion of mine as | set off to travel abroad for a while. | encourage all athletes to have join the Facebook
group and voice their ideas. | would like to thank the Aquatic Sports Council for their support to me in this role and
look forward to seeing how this wonderful sport can change for the better in the near future.

2010/2011 competition season began with the Youth Inter Regional Challenge at Ocean Grove on Day 1 &
concluded in the Kardinia Park pool on day 2.

The combination of beach & pool events is how proving to be very popular especially as now pool events are part of
interstate, national & international competitions.

Day 1 saw Surf Coast & Metro tied on points, but Metro cleaned up in the pool on day 2 to take out the regional
challenge.

Our aim for November 2011 is to have ALL Regions’ represented at this event.

CARNIVALS

Five general carnivals, 5 x regional carnivals, 1 x regional challenge & the state championships is a large program
to cram into a busy season. Ocean Grove kicked off with the first carnival and competitor numbers were an
indication of what we were to expect for the rest of the season.

Elwood carnival was the surprise package with in excess of 1200 nippers flooding the narrow beach. Cosy corner,
as usual was the largest carnival with good numbers at Pt Leo & Lorne. Unfortunately shocking weather disrupted
the Pt. Leo event with an early finish.

The increase of accredited L1 officials and age referees certainly had an impact on how carnivals were conducted.
There is now a greater understanding of the rules, area set-ups etc & particularly in the area of marshalling for
events. LSV will continue to promote & conduct officials courses and we encourage all clubs/members to support
this area of competition especially non competitive youth members.

Water safety is a thankless task, but vital for the protection of our/your nippers while competing in the water. Y&LD
is looking at how best to manage the rotation system to avoid long periods in the water and this may be through the
introduction of a dedicated water safety coordinator in each age area Clubs, big and small must play a part in
ensuring they provide the required ratio per competitors competing. Without water safety, we cannot run events.

Setting up & setting down carnivals was more efficient this season with attending clubs providing assistance, but
organizers would like to see a greater effort in getting all of the equipment off the beach and back into the trailers
after each carnival.

Please be aware that as of the end of the 2010/2011 season there will be no competition for U/7's at general
carnivals or interclub carnivals. U/7’s are still able to compete in club events only.

REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS
With Regional shields up for grabs again and only team based events, the regions have regained the status they
enjoyed several years back.

Qualifying for teams at state champs will continue to be part of this event including the “Iron Person” Recording at
regional’'s and other carnivals still has it's problems, unreadable writing, multiple and confusing results on the one
card, but more importantly, result cards not being handed into the administration tent as well as no qualifying results
being recorded at all. Age referees must select confident recorders to avoid disappointments.

SOUTHERN STATES CHALLENGE/ STATE DEVELOPMENT TEAM

Tasmania hosted this event at Penguin Beach in January 2011 with South Australia & Victoria making up the
southern states. Beach, pool & first aid are the traditional events for this interstate development competition.

After a solid winter squad training, Victoria had high hopes of regaining the top spot, but South Australia proved to
be too strong in the pool & first aid and took the shield back to SA.




The Y&LD executive have reviewed the criteria of being selected into the state development team and future
participants should be aware of the conditions for the 2012 team.

Thank you to team managers, coaches, chaperones who traveled with the team, giving many of the competitors
their first taste of interstate competition. Victoria will host the S/S Challenge in January 2012 with a surf coast venue
TBC.

DEVELOPMENT SQUAD

The 2011 winter development squad training will commence 4" September. Invitations for squad members have
been forwarded based on results from the state championships and expression of interest from coaches, team
manager and helpers have been received.

Head coach, Peter Hill is finalizing the venues & training program ready for September and his aim will be to lift the
skills of squad members to regain the Southern States Development Challenge shield.

An information package is being sent to all invitees who have registered their expression of interest.

If you have coaching experience, fund raising skills or would just like to help, please contact Peter or myself.
The first Development team trial will be conducted in mid November.

VICTORIAN JUNIOR CHAMPIONSHIPS

Lakes Entrance produced another wonderful weekend for the Championships, mostly fine, with a slight sea. Having
this event for two consecutive years at the same venue has its advantages and allows for improvements to conduct
a smoother event.

Our age referees, their teams, and accredited officials were more efficient this year, but competitor numbers still
meant that our nippers were on the beach far too long each day.

The junior competition panel is reviewing the program to see how we can reduce the time spent on the beach.
Qualifying numbers for time consuming events is an area being carefully considered for the 2012 championships.

Congratulations to all individual & team medal winners and also to Pt. Leo who were the overall club winners.

TEAM MANAGERS HANDBOOK

Clubs should be aware that this yearly publication contains vital information for team managers, coaches and even
parents. All should be aware of SLSA competition rules and LSV local rules. These include; the “S Badge”
(competition assessment) requirements especially for the U/14s including SRC requirements.

Mixed genders teams are not included unless the event is an open event. Aqua Cameron components are included
to avoid any confusion. The use of wet suits is outlined including discretion by the carnival referee.

POOL COMPETITION
For those clubs that are still unaware, LSV conducts junior pool carnivals during the winter period, usually held at
the King Club in Sandringham on a Sunday afternoon.

This season has seen a small increase in participation and it is a great chance for swimmers to gain confidence in
the water, and to hone the skills required for selection into state & national teams.

Victoria has produced a number of competitors who have gone on to represent our state and toured with the
Australian team and national development teams. Look out for next year’s program.
